People came from all over to 
purchase corn and all of the other home 
grown treats.  Bud really enjoyed meeting all 
of the people that came to buy from him.

People often asked, “Where did you get 
your nickname?”   Bud’s folks had a man 
working for them that had a son serving in 
World War II.  He was killed in action.  He 
then started calling Wayne, “Bud” and he 
was called that proudly from then forward.

Bud is survived by his loving wife, 
Shirley, and several nieces and nephews.  
Bud is preceded in death by his parents and 
his two brothers, Gerald W. Morrill and 
Donald A. Morrill.

“So together they built a life they loved.”

Wayne D. “Bud” Morrill, 82, of Fairview, 
MT passed away Friday, May 8, 2020 in 
Billings, MT as the result of a car accident and 
existing health issues.

Bud was born in E. Fairview, ND on the 
family farm on August 25, 1937, to Allen and 
Carrie (Hunter) Morrill.

After a back injury and surgery he was 
unable to return to construction work so he 
and Shirley started “Bud’s Produce”.  He and 
Shirley ran the produce farm for several great 
years providing the valley with astounding 
amounts of fresh vegetables and fruit.
